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	The intention of the music curriculum at Tattershall Primary School is first and foremost to develop children’s musicality and to help children to feel that they are musical, and to develop a life-long love of music. We focus on developing the skills, knowledge and understanding that children need in order to become confident performers, composers, and listeners. Our curriculum introduces children to music from all around the world and across generations, teaching children to respect and appreciate the music of all traditions and communities.
Children will develop the musical skills of singing, playing tuned and untuned instruments, improvising and composing music, and listening and responding to music. They will develop an understanding of the history and cultural context of the music that they listen to and learn how music can be written down. Through music, our curriculum helps children develop transferable skills such as team-working, leadership, creative thinking, problem-solving, decision-making, and presentation and performance skills. These skills are vital to children’s development as learners and have a wider application in their general lives outside and beyond school.
Kapow Primary’s Music scheme of work enables pupils to meet the end of key stage attainment targets outlined in the National curriculum and the aims of the scheme align with those in the National curriculum.

This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Tattershall Primary School, the music curriculum is planned for in all year groups and skills are mapped progressively across Key Stages as guided by the National Curriculum. We use the Kapow Scheme of Work to organise and structure our curriculum delivery from Early Years to Year 6. The Kapow curriculum is informed by the Model Music Curriculum.
Additional curriculum aspects are embedded into the planning of the music curriculum so that they support the musical outcomes. We ensure that Whole Class Ensemble Tuition is taught is every year group in Key Stage 2, with a term of drumming in both Years 3 and 4 before moving onto Brass tuition in Years 5 and 6. We ensure the children have the opportunity to build their technical skills in playing their brass instruments so dedicate 30mins per week to whole class brass continuation after their initial 12 Week project. 
There is a dedicated curriculum music lesson on the school timetable each week for all year groups for a (with other opportunities to equal a minimum of 1 hour). Every child including those with SEND participate fully, adaptations include instrument choices, technology and accessible notation.

Our school development plan target of developing effective assessment strategies across the curriculum is echoed in Music, we are working with the Lincolnshire Music Education hub to develop effective formative assessment of music that is focussed on assessing pupils’ progress in Musicality.

[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Tattershall Primary School engages with Lincolnshire Music Service to provide initial access whole class ensemble tuition and continuation projects spanning Upper Key Stage Two. This is provided free of charge to all pupils and is fully inclusive of instruments, allowing pupils to take them home for practice, enabling them to become more technically proficient therefore allowing them to make greater progress.
WCET is planned to successfully integrate into the schools music curriculum. WCET is delivered in each Key Sage Two class, Lower Key Stage Two have a rhythmic based project that is delivered by school staff, Upper Key Stage Two progress onto brass instruments. We dedicated the Autumn Term to whole class ensemble tuition which is then followed by 30 minutes per week continuation projects. The school ensures there are opportunities throughout the year to showcase WCET learning outcomes with our school community, for example WOW afternoons
There are weekly singing assemblies for all pupils and singing is frequently used in lessons across the curriculum to support learning. We have weekly singing assemblies where we come together as school community to sing, all staff are confident to lead singing in their classrooms, in addition to this we have an inclusive school choir. Our children are invited to attend our weekly rehearsals, and we ensure they have regular performance opportunities to showcase their singing. The music lead is a confident singer who encourages and enables confidence in singing throughout the school.
Our award winning T-Jazz (brass ensemble) rehearses weekly for two terms following their initial access. T-Jazz is open to all pupils who wish to attend, they rehearse weekly after school for an hour. The pupils within T-Jazz and choir take part in the regional Music For Youth Festival each year.




Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have a designated member of school staff, who has responsibility for music and advocates for the subject across the school. She is well supported by senior leaders who collaboratively drive the development of music across the school and its wider curriculum. Music is an important part of everyday life at Tattershall Primary School. Pupil voice is taken into consideration when planning for the music curriculum and participation in external events. Our pupils inform repertoire choices and with support are able to select a brass instrument of their choice.
At Tattershall Primary School we remove barriers to learning musical instruments, we invest heavily in partnership with Lincolnshire Music Service to provide pupils with the opportunity to learn a musical instrument completely free of charge for an extended period of two years. We work closely with Lincolnshire Music Service to ensure their support enhances inclusion and accessibility. Teachers know how to differentiate appropriately using approaches which enable pupils to be taught effectively. School provides access to alternate instruments where necessary. 
We successfully integrate the use of teaching resources into our curriculum planning, we have invested heavily in two class sets of brass instruments which are provide to each child in Upper Key Stage Two free of charge. The music subject leader works closely with Lincolnshire Music Education Hub to ensure that all staff are upskilled and knowledgeable to teach music effectively.
Tattershall Primary School has established long lasting partnerships that are having a positive impact on outcomes for our pupils. LMEH has recognised our school and awarded us the Music Mark recognition award for dedication and improvement. We annually attend the Music For Youth Festival and work with regional music centres to ensure our pupils have every opportunity to perform. We have an annual calendar of events allowing or pupils regular opportunities to perform, these include but are not limited to WOW afternoons, Harvest Festival, local Christmas Carol concerts, plays and productions.





In the future
